
	 Mr. Hurley was born in Cleveland, Ohio December 15, 1953.  He attended John Carroll University, where 
he obtained his B.A. in History and graduated summa cum laude in 1976.  Mr. Hurley continued his education 
at The Ohio State University College of Law, obtaining his Juris Doctor and graduating cum laude in 1979.  
He later attended Xavier University, where he obtained an M.S. in Criminal Justice and graduated summa cum 
laude in 1989.  He was admitted to the Ohio Bar and U.S. District Court, Southern District of Ohio in 1979 and 
the U.S. Court of Appeals, Sixth Circuit in 1983.

	 Mr. Hurley joined Crabbe, Brown & James in 1988, and was Managing Partner of the Cincinnati office 
until 2001.  In 2001 he accepted a position with the Hamilton County, Ohio Prosecutor’s Office as the First 
Assistant, and became “Of Counsel” to Crabbe, Brown & James.
